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TABANAN - Pura Ulun Danu Beratan is a major Hindu water temple located in
the Bedugul area, in the highlands of Bali, Indonesia. The temple complex is
located on the western shore of Lake Beratan, in the northern part of the island.
The temple is dedicated to Dewi Danu, the goddess of water, and is one of the
nine directional temples in Bali that protect the island and its people from evil
spirits.
